Routine Recommendations
for Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine (PCV13) and Pneumococcal Polysaccharide Vaccine (PPSV23)

For children
age 2 months

and older

Risk-based Recommendations

Administer PCV13 series to all children beginning
at age 2 montbhs, followed by doses at 4 months,
6 months, and 12-15 months (booster dose).

For adults

and older

Administer 1 dose of PPSV23 at age 65. However, if
age 65 years PCV13 is given at age 65 years based on shared clinical
decision-making between the healthcare provider and
the patient, delay PPSV23 until 1 year after PCV13.2
